QUT OF ALL TIME by Terry Boughner. Alyson Publications, 1988 - This book
scans the centurles from ancient Eqypt to modern America, examining scores
of the past's most interesting men and women from a different perspective.

A superb example of investiga-
tive research: from colonial executions of gays to the witch-hunts of the
1950's. This book documents four hundred years of homosexual oppression.

JONATHAN TO GIDE: The Homosexual in History by Noel I. Garde. NOSBOOKS,
1969 - Referred by Paul Hennefeld (GLHSC Sec'y) as the "the club's bible".
An astonishing reference book of names and biographies of over 300 famous
men whom have played important roles in political and cultural history.
Although the biographies must of necessity be short, they are surprisingly
detailed, with many of those human interest touches to which most readers
are partial

This, of course are only a handful of books that has enriched the GLHSC
Research Library throughout its nine years of existence.

They are dozens of well written biographies of famous people on stamps:
Rock Hudson, Liberace, Whitman, Martina, etc. Magazines, newspapers and
essays are also an important source for research.

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FEDERICO GARCIA LORCA

Federico Garcia Lorca, perhaps the most famous poet and playwright of the
20th century Spanish 1literature. During an amazing short career (1917 to
1936), he completed 13 plays and nine books. Tragically, his life is
recalled as much for how it ended as for its legacy.

His first collection of poems were published in 1922. Gypsies, farmers, and
laborers were the inspiration for his plays and poems. In 1928 Garcia
bestselling Gypsy Ballads was published, insuring wvidespread fame. Some
think his greatest work was Poet in New York, written while he was a
student at Columbia University in 1929 and 1930. Letters he wrote at this
time and later reveal his strong attachment to a married man.

Lorca wvas back 1in Spain in 1931 when its monarchy was overthrown and a
republic established. He then formed a traveling theatrical group that
brought plays to rural towns and villages. He was persuaded by this
experience to view the theater as a means for social change.

Other wvorks like Lament for the Death of a Bullfighter and Other Poems made
him an international celebrity. He had many ideas for the future but could
no longer escape the political situation, which worsened in July 1936
when00 right-wing Falangists, or Fascists, rebelled against Spain's
republic, starting a civil war. That month Garcia returned to Granada.
Before July wvas over the city had fallen to the rebels. A reign of terror

began, during which anyone suspected of leftist views were spied on or
shot.

But about a month after arriving in Granada he was arrested, suspected of
being a Russian agent. His pro-Morrish views were interpreted as anti-
Catholic, but there was also an undercurrent of homophobia. His brutal
assassination in Auqust 19, 1936, forever changed the meaning of his wvork.

Soon the reactionaries blamed the writer's death on their leftist enemies
and claimed that Garcia was a Falangist. In 1939 the Falangist leader,
Franco, gained power with the aid of Hitler and Mussolini. During most of
Francos's 26-year dictatorship an official cover-up was made of the
author's execution. His death was attributed to "war wounds."

Lorca's writings was banned until 1954 and only gradually made avalilable,
His work were censored at first, and his plays veren't performed until
1966. For years public mention of his name wasn't allowed in Spain.
